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If you really want to show other people God’s goodness, go BE-
YOND being responsible for the stuff you’re supposed to do. 
Choose to do more! Act like Jesus and SERVE others. Like when 
you’re hanging out with 5 friends, you’ll put their needs and wants 
first—before yours—and you’ll be 
happy to say, “I’m number 6!”

KNOW that Jesus put you first.

Read 2 Corinthians 4:7

To “shine” like Jesus, you act like Him. But that’s not something you 
can do all on your own. God gives you power to be kind and forgiv-
ing like Jesus. Then, the more you follow Jesus, the more God helps 
you become like Him. When you do this, other people will see Je-
sus’ “light shining in you.”

THANK God for power to become more like Jesus.

Read Mark 10:45

Read Colossians 3:13

LEARN to forgive as God forgives you.

As God’s Son, Jesus has the right to be our judge. But instead of con-
demning people when He came to live on earth, Jesus chose to pro-
vide a way for God to forgive everyone. You are responsible for show-
ing people how good God is, and forgiving others is a great way to do 
that. Every time you let someone “off the hook,” you show others 
God’s love and forgiveness.
